	Establishes the Interstate Compact on the agreement among state to elect the president by national popular vote.

	Regulation of cannabidiol (CDB) investigational products, regulation
	Allows use of CDB products as soon as they are approved as a prescription medication under the uniform controlled substances act on publication in the federal register of the interim final rule.

	HB 2044
	Adding reimbursement in the Medicaid program for clubhouse rehabilitation services. HB 2064 has been amended into this bill.  
	House committee amended the bill to limit reimbursement to $1 million. Includes requirements for certain non-disabled adults to be referred to workforce training programs and work search resources.  Also bill would go into effect on publication in the Kansas Register instead of July one when the supplemental is published.

	HB2064
	Establishes the KanCare bridge to a healthy Kansas program
	Appears to be the Medicaid expansion bill. Covers adults  who are under 65, not disabled,  not pregnant & make no more than 133% of federal poverty level. Those working 20 hours a week or less will be referred to employment programs in Workforce Services and the Generating Opportunities to Attain Lifelong Success (GOALS) program.

Requires that a person who has not provided satisfactory proof of citizenship, but is registered to vote in a federal election because of a court’s enjoining, invalidating or in any way rendering unenforceable the requirement that one provide satisfactory evidence of citizenship, is only entitled to cast a provisional ballot. (same as SB 37)
	This means that even though a higher court has struck down a state’s law that requires proof of citizenship to vote, the person can only vote provisionally. This means that the vote will only count if you provide proof of citizenship within the required amount of time.
