Tomorrow, Thursday, March 29th is the last day to consider non-exempt bills NOT in the originating chamber.  No meetings are scheduled next except those having to do with school finance.  The legislature will be out Friday, March 30th, but back in session on Monday, April 2nd.  

Please check the calendars every evening if you are interested in a specific bill or topic. The calendars for the next day are generally posted by 5:00 pm each evening. It is common for committee chairpersons to schedule hearings and committee work the day before instead of the Thursday before the committee meeting.  The closer the end of the session gets, the more this happens.  

To find the calendars, go to the legislative home page and click on “Calendars” on the blue ribbon near the top of the screen. Then look for the most current date.  If tomorrow’s calendar is not available, check again in an hour or so.
